Triangulart Project
Intro: Well, it's that time of year. This is the first geometry project of the school year. You will create an original piece of artwork using only triangles. Your project can be done on paper or an a poster (as large as you like). Your project will be graded on originality and the fulfillment of some requirements.
You will work individually or in pairs.
Objective: You will create an awesome piece of original artwork using only triangles. You must use at least one each of the following triangles:

-acute triangles

-obtuse triangles

-right triangles

-scalene triangles

-equilateral triangles

-isosceles triangles
No other shapes are allowed! (Unless you make them out of triangles!)
Whatever medium you use must be 90% covered with art.
Materials: Anything you like. You can use pencils, crayons, makers, etc. A ruler and a protractor will be necessary for creating each type of triangle.
Written Report: To finish up your project you must type a one page report that:

-Explains your artwork. (inspiration, representation, etc.)

-Describes each type of triangle used and how they were used.

-Explains how you used your materials to ensure that your triangles are correct.
