Course Description: 

In the second year of Spanish (Spanish 3 and 4) students continue to develop their communicative competence by interacting orally and in writing with other Spanish speakers, understanding oral and written messages in Spanish, and making oral and written presentations in Spanish. They communicate on a variety of topics at a level commensurate with their study, using more complex structures in Spanish and moving from concrete to more abstract concepts. They comprehend the main ideas of the authentic materials that they listen to and read and are able to identify significant details when the topics are familiar. Students develop the ability to discuss in Spanish topics related to historical and contemporary events and issues.

Assessments:

Quizzes will be given once a week. Exams and projects will be given at the end of each unit. There will be 1-2 writing tasks/essays a semester.
Notebook/Daily Student Work & Class Participation:
Classwork consists of completing your daily Do Now, taking good notes and completing in class assignments.  You will also receive credit for your daily participation: raising your hand to answer questions, sharing your work on the board, effort to use Spanish, helping your classmates, and cooperation. Punctuality, preparation for class and behavior will be included in this portion of your grade.  
Expectations:  Students are expected to…
Come to class prepared and on time with the necessary supplies and completed homework. 

Participate actively.  It is important that students remind themselves of the fact that mistakes in pronunciation are a natural process of learning a new language and should not be a reason for lack of participation. 

Make up tests/classwork in a timely manner. Making up tests and make-up work due to absences is the student’s responsibility. All assignments must be submitted before the end of each marking period.
Respect for each other and for the teacher is expected at all times.

Additionally, we must keep the classroom clean and safe.  This means no eating, running around, sitting on the desks, or throwing things.  

Lateness and Attendance:

Don’t be late!  Lateness is a major disruption and it affects the entire class. If you arrive to class late- you may miss quiz/test announcements, or other important information. Repetitive lateness will result in parental notification and possible guidance referral.  

As you can imagine, regular attendance is MANDATORY.  Lateness and absences will negatively affect your grade. Being absent or failing to pay attention in class will end up being extra work because it will require you to learn the material that you missed, along with the current material.
