* Who should apply to WHSAD?
At WHSAD, we believe that ALL students who work hard can achieve their dreams! Whether you are good at math, writing,
history, art, science, technology, and/or enjoy doing hands-on work, our school has something to offer you. Therefore, we
welcome ALL STUDENTS to apply who have a strong desire to succeed and a particular interest in architecture, engineering,
creative design and related fields.

* If I attend WHSAD, do I have to become an architect?
Even though our students are exposed to architecture and design techniques and learn valuable skills through required
coursework and internship opportunities, our students pursue a variety of careers and college programs post-graduation.

* When do students start taking architecture classes?
Students begin taking architecture classes in their freshman year.

* What AP or college level courses do you offer?

We currently offer 6 AP courses: United States History, Environmental Science, English Literature, Spanish Language and
Culture, Human Geography, and Calculus. Our students can also participate in the College Now Program at City Tech and earn
up to 12 college credits.

*What after school activities are offered at WHSAD?
Each year we plan after school activities around our students’ interests. In the past, our students have participated in our campus
wide PSAL sports teams, architecture club (Makerspace), art club, electrical club, and student newspaper.

* How many students attend WHSAD?
We are a community of approximately 600 students (9-12 grade). Our student to teacher ratio is 18:1.

* What is your graduation rate?
Our 2020-2021 graduation rate was 98%.

* What is the percentage of students who attend college after graduating WHSAD?
72% of the Class of 2021 planned to attend college this fall (4 Year - 47%; 2 Year - 27%).

* What are the school hours?

WHSAD Students Intern with
ﬁ Battery Park City Authority

April 22, 2021 (Brooklyn, NY)

In the Spring of 2021, WHSAD partnered with the Battery
Park City Authority (BPCA) to create a new internship
opportunity for students to use their AutoCAD design
skills to generate plans of the various spaces in Battery
Park for use by the BPCA’s Permitting Office. BPCA Permit
Associate John Sherzai approached WHSAD about
creating the internship because he was confident the
students would be prepared for this kind of work.

Marc Joseph, Class of 2023, had this to say about the
early stages of the project:

“Working on this project has been really educational and
fun, we get real-life experience on this type of work and
we get paid for it. At first, we visited the site using Google
Maps and Google Earth and looked at the different parts
of Battery Park City sort of like a tour. On the second
investigation, we began taking measurements to update
the blueprint of the park. Everything has been pretty
much good, and now we’re putting the measurements in
CAD and as we measure more parts of the park the more
information we can put in CAD.”

While the initial set of drawings were completed in June
2021, the project will be ongoing for several years as the
Battery Park City Authority completes its “Resilience
Action Plan” and redevelops spaces within the park area.

ﬁ Climate Change

September 1, 2021 (Brooklyn, NY)

In the spring of 2021, WHSAD partnered with Two
Trees, a realty and management company in
Brooklyn, to contribute a design to a temporary
mini golf course and urban farm just north of
Williamsburg’s Domino Park. The entire project is a
collaboration between many local artists,
not-for-profit organizations, and climate change
activists, to all create a fun and educational course.

During his junior year, as part of a project for his
Building and Design Class, Lawrence Pierre
designed a hole around the idea of waterfront
resiliency. Several classmates helped with research
about coastal erosion mitigation efforts, and
WHSAD teachers Ms. Moos and Mr. Rodriguez
helped with the design presentation. After
incorporating feedback from Two Trees
management, Lawrence adjusted his design to
better fit the theme of the course.

After construction was completed, WHSAD students
were able to take a trip in early August and play
the course, including the hole designed by their
classmate. Students were able to have some fun,
while also learning about climate change, and all
the recycled materials that were used in the
construction of the course.

Said Kimberly Castro, Class of 2022:

“I've never been mini golfing before and
having the opportunity to do it with my friends =
and incoming freshmen students was great, seei
ever ybody engaging and having fun

after not being able to do this kind of activities
since the pandemic started was a unique
experience that made me realize how much we
need human interaction...It’s so impressive

how the designers were able to create a
different scenario and make it so creative even
though it wasn’t a huge space, not only is this

a fun place to go to but it’s also very
educational to make people more aware of
climate change and how important it is to take
care of the planet we live in.”

For the past two years, WHSAD students
have gotten the opportunity to meet
virtually with Holocaust survivor and
author Ruth Gruener through Project
Witness, a Holocaust education and
resource center.

Ruth lived through both Soviet occupation
and Nazi rule in Poland, including eight
months hiding inside a cramped closet
space to survive the latter.

During both meetings, Ruth shared her
experience with our students, passed on
words of wisdom, and answered several of
their questions. Students prepared for the
event in their Social Studies and English
classes, including by creating pieces of
artwork and poetry based on Ruth’s
experience, as told in her books. Several
students were able to share these pieces
with Ruth during the virtual visits.

According to Deselle Thompson (class of
2022), the experience meeting Ruth was
ultimately an inspiring one. “Ruth leaves
us with the message of peace,” says
Deselle. "She wants us to forget hate
because she knows the consequence. She
wants us all to find peace with each other
to ensure we never let another Holocaust
happen again.”

Ruth Gruener passed away October 6,
2021, at the age of 88.

WHS WHSAD Students Gain
AD Hands-On Experience in
ﬁ Woodworking & Screenprinting

September 1, 2021 (Brooklyn, NY)

Since February 2016, more than 50 WHSAD
students have had the opportunity to engage in
hands-on learning experiences afterschool,
working directly with professionals and their
teachers in the fields of woodworking and
screenprinting. Students were in the middle of a
woodworking course when schools closed in
March 2020, and are looking forward to
resuming later this school year.

Students first began learning introductory
woodworking at Makeville Studio, in Gowanus,
Brooklyn, in February 2016. Supported and
sponsored by Powerhouse Environmental Arts
Foundation, 6-10 students and two teachers
have spent approximately 30 hours each
semester working on a targeted woodworking
project: mallets, lamps, boxes, and stools. In
Spring 2019, a group of 10 students designed
and carved spoons using hand tools in
preparation for teaching their classmates about it
later in the semester.

Based on the success of the Makeville projects,
Powerhouse connected WHSAD to Kingsland
Printing, a print shop in Greenpoint, Brooklyn,
and supported design classes in Spring 2018 and
2019, and Fall 2020. Students learned the
different machinery and design aspects involved
in screenprinting, and were able to create their
own poster and textile designs. DeAndre
Richards, Class of 2019, was hired to be a
summer intern at Kingsland based on his
exemplary work during the semester.

Mahalia: “After Hurricane Sandy, the lake became toxic,
and the wildlife degraded. That’s why revitalizing the
lakefront by adding new plants and creating areas where
wildlife can flourish as well as creating a fun but also
sustainable environment is important. As a result of being
located right next to the Jersey shore, Lake Como is often
overlooked. That's why we want to make Lake Como into
a hotspot attraction, so that the residents or tourists of
Lake Como or in New Jersey itself can see what they're
are missing.”

When asked to describe the students’ presentation in one
word, aid Jon Gibbons said “Stunning! Everyone in
attendance was bowled over by the extent of the research
and the quality of the design, especially as it was carried
out by 10 [grade] high school students. Nobody expected
this.
